     Shoot early in the 
morning or late in the 
day for the best l ight. 
This is also when many 
kinds of animals are at 
their most active and 
interesting. 
     Work all the angles; 
walk around your sub-
ject 360 degrees to find 
the best background, 
then also go from a 
bird's eye view (up high) 
to a worm's eye view 
(low to the ground) to 
get photos that are fresh 
and unexpected. 
     Study your subjects, 
and have patience. While 
nature can be unpredict-
able, some animals have 
routines just l ike people. 
Spending a l itt le t ime 
observing what your 
subjects do and when 
they do it can pay off 
with much better pho-
tos. 
     You don't have to 
travel around the world 
to view and photograph 
wildlife. The variety of 
animals in your own 
back yard Ð from in-
sects to birds to amphib-
ians Ð may surprise you.

in support of ªThe Green Waveº Ð an outreach program that pro-
motes the goals of the United Nations biodiversity treaty and that 
will contribute to the celebration of the International Year of Bio-
diversity in 2010. As part of ªThe Green Waveº project, children and 
youth in schools worldwide plant a local tree on May 22 each year, 
uniting to send a ªgreen waveº across time zones from east to west.
     The organizers hope the ªSee the Bigger Pictureº contest will 
encourage children around the globe to snap and submit a pho-
tograph illustrating biodiversity in their community or from their 
travels and help to create the world's largest biodiversity outreach 
program. ªSee the Bigger Pictureº contest rules can be found on 
www.seethebiggerpicture.org.

POULTRY: BEWARE OF STICKY DROPPINGS

     ̀ Sticky droppings' refers to the consistency 
of poultry droppings and are undesirable be-
cause they are a potential health risk to the birds, 
through respiratory stress from ammonia and the 
potential increase of coccidiosis. 
Cereal grains are widely known to 
cause sticky droppings in poultry as 
well as limited nutrient uptake and 
growth retardation (Francesch and 
Brufau, 2004). Barley is generally 
unpopular as poultry feed because 
it contains high amounts of a non-
starch polysaccharide (NSP) known 
as mixed-linked •-glucan. 
     Mixed-linked •-glucan and other 
NSPs are important components 
of endosperm cell walls and are 
ubiquitous among cereal grains and 
other seed crops. In barley, 70% of 
the endosperm walls are made up of NSPs. Poultry 
is largely unable to digest these NSPs. NSPs bind 
with water in the intestinal track, thus increasing 
the viscosity of the € uid within the digestive sys-
tem. This causes a glutinous consistency of drop-
pings, causing fecal matter to stick to the cloaca 
of the bird (also called pasting), resulting in dirty 

eggs, and causing skin infections on chickens' feet. 
Sticky droppings also reduce the water retention 
in litter on which broilers are raised, resulting in 
increased disease incidence and reduced meat 
quality. 
     There are several enzyme poultry feed supple-
ments available that enable poultry to break down 
the NSPs in feed (Peterson and •man, 1989; Mc-

Nab and Smithard, 1992). In addi-
tion, new barley varieties are being 
developed that have low mixed-
linked •-glucan content. However, 
the majority of current research 
e‚ orts in barley breeding focus on 
maximizing •-glucan content for 
human health beneƒ ts. Farmers 
should be aware of the •-glucan 
content of the barley varieties they 
are feeding to poultry.
     Sticky droppings should not be 
confused with normal ªcaecalº ex-
cretions which are the dark brown, 
glutinous contents of their caecal 

tubes. Healthy chickens will pass caecal excretions 
twice a day (Ross Tech, 2006) in addition to the 
regular brown droppings that have a characteristic 
white cap of uric acid which they pass 12-16 times 
each day. When chickens pass only sticky drop-
pings, growers should be aware that there is likely 
a dietary problem. 

     Washington State University Extension and 
Departments of Animal Sciences are excited to 
announce the second WSU LAMB 300 short-course 
that will be o‚ ered October 1-3, 2009 at the WSU 
Department of Animal Sciences on the Pullman 
Campus.
     WSU LAMB 300 is a three-day, hands-on work-
shop designed for progressive individuals involved 
with the sheep industry.  The course will focus on 
teaching producers, feeders, and marketers (re-
gardless of the size or type of operation) how to 
produce and market quality lambs and lamb prod-
ucts.  The featured speakers for the 2009 course are 
Mr. Greg Ahart and Mr. Jamie Callison.  Ahart is the 
General Manager for Superior Farm Lamb Process-

ing plant in Dixon, California and is nationally 
recognized for his vast experience and knowledge 
in various segments of the sheep industry.  Callison 
is the Executive Chef for WSU©s School of Hospitality 
and Business Management.  Callison is well recog-
nized for understanding the restaurant industry 
and the demands of developing niche markets to 
local restaurants.   
     The registration fee for WSU LAMB 300 is $150 
per participant, which covers meals, materials, and 
parking arrangements.  Hotel accommodations will 
be the responsibility of the participants.  The course 
is limited to 32 participants and will be available on 
a ƒ rst-pay, ƒ rst-serve basis. Registration deadline is 
September 1, 2009.
